Here
is a summary of what Jesus meant by our verse of the
day; “Your release from debt owed God is dependent on
yourreleasing others from the debt they owe you”When
we fail to forgive others, hold grudges, bear malice,
harbour resentment, bitterness or judgmental
disposition against others, we lose the key to unlock
our own forgiveness from God. Itis as simple as that.

If you understand this, then you can see the urgent
need to pursue forgiveness at all cost no matter how
hurt you are or how deep the pain is or how
permanent the loss might be. You may need to seek
God's help as you pursue forgiveness, but never give
up until you know you have totally forgiven the
offender and the wound in your heart has been
completely healed.
